Ohakune

March 18 – 21 
Ohakune has been chosen for next years rally as it is located centrally and a comfortable day run from Auckland and just half a day from Wellington (and the Ferry). It was also selected because of the host of other activities in this region to make it a worthwhile destination to take a few extra days to stay or get to and from by different routes with interesting stopovers.

The programme includes the AGM, on Friday evening, Concours and Gymkhana for the national trophies on Saturday and on Sunday an interesting run through the region and up Mt Ruapehu. There will be tea and scones at the iconic Chateau and you will be able to brag that your Jowett has been up the mountain (over 5000 ft). If you wish a chance to take the summer chair lifts higher up to the mountain. The concours will be held at the NZ Army Museum so you will have time to visit this or if you have previously been, just enjoy a coffee and a chat while the judging takes place.  If we get enough interest the army will run rides on a M548 vehicle with tracks rather than wheels over an exciting course. Visit Raetahi, a town of many years ago with the oldest theatre in the southern hemisphere.
While not part of the rally (due to members getting lost here) the famous Horopito “Smash Palace” where acres of older cars are being wrecked is just a 12 minute drive away. There are some Jowetts in there somewhere, so maybe you can include this on arrival on Friday or before you depart on Monday. Not open Sunday. Even if you do not need anything, this is now a recognized tourist attraction.  You might like to make your trip more worthwhile by returning south through Wanganui or adding a day somewhere as the region has quite a bit to offer.
The rally will be based at Rocky Mountain Chalets a complex of superb individual 2 or 3 bedroom chalets and we hope you will stay on site and be part of the Jowett family, enjoying the luxury chalets, a spa or sauna and the companionship of other Jowett owners as neighbours.

Ohakune is a quaint alpine village and has some pleasant local walks, a sealed road up this side of the mountain and has a park, small central area with cafes that you can easily stroll to.
